Juniors Playing for Senior Teams – Policy for 2008
1. In compliance with ECB guidance introduced in 2007, junior players under the age of 13 on 31st August 2007 may only take part in senior matches with prior written parental consent. Additionally, players under the age of 11 on 31st August 2007 should only be allowed to take part in senior matches with the prior explicit consent of the league or cup management. This approval should only be given to exceptionally talented players on the advice of a county age group manager or other ECB Level 3 coach.
2. Team captains will be responsible for ensuring that such written approval is held for each U13 player in his team and each player taking the field as a substitute.

3. Team captains will also be responsible for ensuring that all ECB Fielding Regulations, Fast Bowling Regulations and Protective Equipment Regulations for young players (U19) are adhered to.
4. Individual junior players will be identified and prioritised for selection in the club’s senior teams.

5. This prioritisation will be based on a combination of the junior player’s abilities, potential and physical and mental readiness as well as their development needs. Players will be identified for possible selection for one or more senior teams.
6. Senior Coach (Alan Morris) will liaise with the DCB Performance Manager (Chris Porter) and/or Mini Academy Coach (Howard Dytham) about the development needs and progress of Chesterfield CC juniors involved in the Derbyshire Age-Group Programme.
7. It is essential that all club juniors wanting to be considered for selection for senior teams are committed to the club and make Chesterfield Cricket Club their first choice for cricket other than when selected for representative teams.
8. It is accepted that the priority list of juniors may be varied as the season progresses and that for any one junior the most appropriate senior side may also be changed during the course of the season.

9. The expectations and chances of playing for senior teams will be explained to individual juniors so that they are aware of their position at the club.
10. Where juniors are selected for senior teams, it is the responsibility of the captain of the side to try to give the junior player an opportunity to play a full part in the game, although such opportunities may be limited in any one game depending on the state of the match.
11. The Senior Coach will monitor the opportunities afforded to and progress made by juniors in senior teams and will review the situation with team captains on a regular basis.

12. In selecting sides, due consideration must be given to achieving a balance of youth and experience.

13. A 2008 Elite Squad of Juniors will be chosen (see Junior Policy) based on a mix of ages and providing extra coaching for some of the juniors selected for regional squads, the Derbyshire mini-Academy and for Derbyshire and District squad members.

14. This policy will be circulated to all players in the club – there may be some disappointed juniors who do not manage to gain senior team experience and there may be some disappointed senior players who have to give way on occasions to provide better opportunities for junior players.
15. This policy relies on the Senior Coach, the Junior Co-ordinator and the Junior Coaches for the identification and selection of juniors to play in senior teams.

16. Responsibility for the implementation of the policy resides with the captains of the senior teams who need to look after the junior players and give them appropriate opportunities with the bat and ball even though this may result in established and experienced senior players having to accommodate the development needs of the juniors.
